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Animals visiting Kiwi’s Policy
At Kiwi’s we follow the Development Requirements and the Early Years Foundation Stage. give children the opportunity to learn about the natural world, its animals and other living creatures. This may mean coming into contact with at Kiwi’s or on visits.

Animals in the setting 

1. Kiwi’s encourage children and parents to bring their pets to visit by prior arrangement.  When planning these activities we take in to consideration the allergies or issues or children’s fears of animals. 

2. Kiwi’s will carry out a risk assessment to include hygiene and safety risks posed bt the animal or creature.

3. Kiwi’s will meet the pet’s welfare and dietary needs and ensure that the correct food is offered at the correct time.

4. Kiwi’s will check that all vaccinations are up to date before the visit.

5. Kiwi’s team will teach children to handle correctly and will supervise at all times. They will ensure children wash their hands after handling.

6. The animal visiting is the responsibility of the owner.

Visits to Farms

· Kiwi’s will carry out a risk assessment, this will be checked against the Farms own risk assessment.
· Kiwi’s team will ensure all children and adults wash and dry their hands thoroughly after contact with animals.
· We will advise team and volunteers who are, or maybe pregnant to avoid contact with ewes and to check with their GP before the visit.
