Procedure of  Disqualification Policy

It is Kiwi’s policy to promote the welfare and wellbeing of children in our care and to protect them at all times from any forms of abuse. In an update to the statutory framework “Keeping Children Safe” in October 2014, the department of education published advice indicating that the Childcare (Disqualification) 2009 Regulations apply to childcare setting. 
Kiwi’s believes this good practice allows Kiwi’s to meet the welfare requirements that are essential to protect the children and Kiwi’s staff.

Safeguarding and Promoting Children’s Welfare





A person may be disqualified through:





Inclusion of the Children’s Barred List


Being cautioned for or convicted of, certain violent and sexual criminal offenses against children or adults


Grounds relating to the care of children (including where an order is made in respect of a child under the person’s care


Having registration refused or cancelled in relation to childcare or children’s homes or being disqualified from private fostering 


Living in the same household where another person who is disqualified lives or works (disqualification by association)
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
